FIRST READING (Jeremiah 20:10-13)
Jeremiah strongly expresses his bitterness
because the Israelites, who he had trusted, had
turned against him. He now turns to God who
is always faithful. If we, like Jeremiah, trust in
God and are open-minded and attentive, God
will help us in our time of need because with
God all things are possible.

SECOND READING (Romans 5:12-15)
This reading tells us that sin existed before the
Law, so sin is not only law-breaking. When you
look into your life you will discover things that
cause tension, and disharmony - in short, that
make you and others feel bad and unhappy with
you and your behaviour. That is original sin.

GOSPEL (Matthew 10:26-33)
Sparrows are in the keeping of God and cannot
be destroyed against his will. Humans are more
valuable to God ‘than hundreds of sparrows’
Therefore, humans are undoubtedly in God’s
keeping, and God is aware of every detail of

their lives. So, we should face life without fear.

SECOND READING (Rm 5:12-15)
A reading from the letter of St Paul to the Romans.

Sin entered the world through one man, and through sin
death, and thus death has spread through the whole human
race because everyone has sinned. Sin existed in the world
long before the Law was given. There was no law and so no
one could be accused of the sin of ‘law-breaking; yet death
reigned over all from Adam to Moses, even though their sin,
unlike that of Adam, was not a matter of breaking a law.

Adam prefigured the One to come, but the gift itself
considerably outweighed the fall. If it is certain that through
one man’s fall so many died, it is even more certain that
divine grace, coming through the one man, Jesus Christ,
came to so many as an abundant free gift.
