There are two parades of Holy week: First into 
Jerusalem from Bethany on the Sunday and Jesus 
being acclaimed as a political saviour.

Second, from Jerusalem outside the walls of the city on 
the following Friday, to Calvary; a man in disgrace. A man 
carrying his cross, crowned with thorns, mocked and 
bullied and tortured. And about to be killed. Like the 
parade to a dishonoured graveside. 

He had all sorts of followers – some like camp followers, some terrorists, some 
people on the make for themselves, or the ones who stayed till the end, like 
his mother, an aunt and a few of the followers. The others were at a distance, 
they would come back, and would follow later to the end.
